Rules for Stage Events:

General rules:

1. The teams should register at the cultural desk in the SPANDAN reception on the scheduled date of the event three hours before the scheduled time of start of the events. Registrations made thereafter will be entertained subject to the number of teams and the time available. All decisions in this regard will be made by the cultural secretary and it will be deemed final.

2. No practice time will be allowed.

3. Team leaders must pick up the lots at the cultural desk at the time of registration to decide the order of appearance on stage. The first team must be ready atleast half an hour before the scheduled time of beginning of the event. Other teams must be ready backstage when the preceding team is on the stage.
4. An official timekeeper will be there for all events. Timings are to be strictly followed. In case any team exceeds the time limit on stage, it will be given negative points.

5. The participants shall not question the decision of the judges.

6. In case of two or more teams sharing the same place, the points for that place and the next will be clubbed and divided equally between the teams, and the prize for the next place will not be given.

7. All participants must possess their SPANDAN delegate cards to participate in any of the events. Participants without the delegate cards will not be allowed backstage.

8. The events will continue uninterrupted even if it rains.

9. The number of prizes will depend on the number of entries in an event/category:

· A minimum of five entries is needed to offer three prizes.

· A minimum of three entries is needed to offer two prizes.

· First prize will be given to the single entry in any event.

10. Any event can be cancelled in case of lack of sufficient participation.

11. Green rooms will be provided 20 minutes before a team goes on stage. Two teams have to share the green rooms and we will not be responsible for any loss of instruments, costumes or jewellery.
12. Instruments provided are: one lead guitar, one bass guitar, one keyboard (Yamaha PSR 550), tambourine and a drum set.No other instruments will be provided. Groups may use their own instruments. 

13. Any number of teams from each college is allowed in any event, if time permits. Any decision in this regard will be made by the cultural secretary and it will be considered final. But there should be no common members between teams and the teams should have entirely different participants.

14. Materials borrowed from the cultural committee for the fine art and cultural events must be returned immediately after the event
15. Time, date and rules of the events can be changed as per the circumstances and the cultural secretary’s decision will be final.

16. Teams will be penalized for any damage to the instruments.

17. Fire should not be used on stage.

1. Maximum thirteen members allowed per team.

2. Time limit:  30 minutes (including tuning time). Items after 30 minutes will be regarded as invalid.

3. A group should have a minimum of 3 members.

4. For vocals, a minimum of one accompaniment is required.

5. One accompaniment for solo instrumental is allowed. 

6. Pre recorded beats/rhythm/songs on keyboard are not allowed. Single fingered chords and accompaniment on keyboard not allowed.
7. To be considered for the best vocalist prize, the participant should have performed a solo, and the judging will be based on his/her overall performance.

· Second tier- The selected 6 teams will be allowed 30 min(including tuning time) to perform.
1. A group should have a minimum of 3 members.
2. For vocals, a minimum of one accompaniment is required.
3. One accompaniment for solo instrumental is allowed. 
4. Maximum of  12 members per team.
5. Pre recorded beats/rhythm/songs on synthesizer are not allowed.

Theme Dance
1. Maximum  16 members per team and Minimum 3 members.
2. Introduction can  be  given (from the technical hut). 
3. Running commentary not allowed microphone will not be provide once the dance starts 

4. Maximum time:    20 minutes  (including introduction).
5. Should be an innovative piece conveyed only by dance and music.

6. Can be Eastern, Western or Fusion. Only instrumental pieces are allowed.

7. Dance drama pieces are  not  credited for. The dance should be original.

8. Props are allowed, but not Stage sets.
Judging Criteria

· theme dance: Expression of theme, Proficiency of steps, Costumes &props, Choreography, Coordination, 
Non-Theme Dance
1. Time limit: 10 minutes

2. Maximum participants: 12 members per team.

3. Minimum participants: 2 members for group dance.

4. Props allowed but Stage sets not allowed.
5. Any number of teams from each college is allowed.  But  there should be no common members between teams and the teams should have entirely different participants.

6. Indian and Western dances will be judged separately.

Note: Props include objects, which are carried by participants (like sticks, swords, pots). Chairs, tables, screens and backdrops, which are placed on stage, come under stage settings.

1. Maximum of 17 members (14 participants, 2 helpers back stage and 1 narrator) per team. 

2. Maximum of five rounds allowed.

3. All 14 members are allowed on stage only for the final round, and 6 to 8 members for the rest of the rounds.

4. No time gap is allowed in between the rounds. While one half of the team is on stage, the other half should dress up for the next round backstage. 

5. The participants in the penultimate round can make their entrance in the middle of the final round after changing or can remain on stage for the final round.

6. Introduction  should  be given from the technical hut.

7. Time  allowed: 30 minutes (including introduction).
8. Any theme of your choice.

9. Only apparel rounds.

10. Stage with a T-shaped ramp provided.

· Theme, Creativity, Apparel, Modeling, Overall impact                                                        
Note: Timings are to be strictly followed. In case any team exceeds the time limit on the stage, it will be given negative points.

Minor stage events
Antakshari

1. Preliminary rounds to select 6 finalists will be conducted with the fine arts in Banting hall, the results of which will be announced at the reception by 5:00 pm. The teams are requested to confirm their participation in the finals and be there at the Lister stage half an hour before the event is scheduled to begin.

2. Maximum of 3 members per team and minimum of 2.

3. Only Hindi songs allowed.

4. Registrations for the prelims will be on the spot.

Miming 
“Express your ideas through the universal language of silence”
1. Any topic of your choice.

2. Maximum 7 members per team and minimum 2 members.

3. Time limit:  7 minutes
4. Introduction and background music (Keyboard) allowed.

5. Pre recorded beats/rhythms/songs on keyboard are not allowed.

6. Running commentary or songs in between will not be permitted.

7. Any word uttered by the participant on stage will lead to disqualification.

8. No props, costumes or stage sets allowed.

Skit 
“Have the audience in splits with parodies of life”
1. Any topic of your choice.

2. Maximum of 8 members per team (including the narrator).

3. Time allowed: 10 minutes.

4. No props, costumes or stage sets allowed.

5. No microphones will be given on stage (1 microphone will be provided off stage for narration).

6. Vulgarity is strictly prohibited.  Negative markings for any crude comments.
7. narration has to be in English(phrases in other languages can also be used in between) 
Ad Zap 
“Sheep in wolf’s clothing? But make sure it sells”
1. Ad on any product of your choice.

2. Maximum of 8 members per team (including the narrator).

3. Time allowed: 10 minutes.

4. No props, costumes or stage sets allowed.

5. No microphones will be given on stage (1 microphone will be provided off stage for narration).

6. Vulgarity is strictly prohibited. Negative markings for any crude comments.
7. narration has to be in English(phrases in other languages can also be used in between) 

Note:  For miming, Ad-zap& Skit uniform dress code is allowed. Costumes which depict the character or the theme are not allowed. props and stage sets are not allowed.
Fine Arts Events
General Rules
1. Participants will not get any extra time for late start from their side. Registration will be done on the spot and teams/contestants will not be allowed to participate after 10:00 a.m. No one will be allowed inside the hall after the allotted time till after the judges have assessed  the entries.
2. Topics (except for Rangoli) will be given on the spot.

3. Maximum time allowed: 3 hours (except for Mehendi, clay modeling and clay modelling.) 
4. The entry shall not be returned to the participant after judgment.

5. Shape and size of the chart paper provided should not be altered. Margins of width more than 1 cm are not allowed. Applicable for all events (sketching,painting and collage).
6. Use of personal material will not be allowed.
Specific rules
Sketching 
“Life’s myriad hues in black & white & shades of grey”
1. Chart paper, pencils (HB, 2B and erasers will be provided).
2. No printed matter, books allowed.
3. Charcoal pencils not allowed.
Painting
1. Charts, pencils, blades and erasers will be provided.

2. Participants should use only WATER COLOURS. Poster colours not allowed.

3. Colours and brushes are not provided. (Water colours can be purchased at the venue)
4. Pictures are not allowed inside the hall.
Collage 
“Bits n pieces”
1. Magazines (3), blades, gum and paper will be provided.

2. Maximum of three members per team.

3. No extra magazines will be provided.

4. Personal magazines or papers not allowed.

5. Burning of the papers and exchanging of the magazines not allowed.
Rangoli 
“Colours coordinated”
1. Colours provided are red, green, black, white, blue and yellow.

2. Maximum of three members per team.

3. Personal colours and material not allowed.

4. Participants can use salt (but not salt crystals), sieve and brushes (not provided).

5. No specific topics.

6. Participants should give a caption to their entries.
7. Area provided is fixed, not amenable to change.
Mehendi
“An art of enduring beauty

A tribute to feminine grace”

1. Maximum time allowed: 90 minutes
2. No teams allowed (only individuals).
3. Only Mehendi and cones will be provided.  Mehendi mats are not allowed.

4. Mehendi can be put in both the hands or the  entire forearm [ depending on the time available]        

5. Mehendi will be judged in the wet form.
6. Books/papers will not be allowed inside the venue
Clay modeling 
“Give shape to your imagination”
1. This is a team event and participants are supposed form teams of not more than two persons per team.
2. Maximum time allowed: 90 minutes

3. There is no limit on the number of participating teams except that the amount of clay given to each team will be limited. 

4. The participants are allowed to use any material for support, 
but it should be used only as reinforcement and not as external support.
5. No specific topics. Participants should give a caption to their entries.
Face Painting
1. Only 2 members per team (including the person to be painted upon)

2. Participants should use only water colours or poster colours (Nothing other than paint should be used on the face).

3. Colours and brushes are not provided. (Water colours can be purchased at the venue).
4. Maximum time allowed: 90 min.
5. Face and neck to be painted.

6. No  specific topics. Participants should give a caption to their entries.

7. 2 minutes will be given to each team to express their theme to the judges and the judges decision will be final.

Photography
1. Participants should register at the cultural desk in SPANDAN reception on days 1 & 2 (Sept 1st and 2nd ) before 2.00 p.m.

2. Participants should bring their own camera. Digital cameras are not allowed.

3. Participants should buy the rolls from the cultural desk and get it signed by the cultural secretary. Only one roll per participant allowed. 

4. Topics will be given.

5. Photos can be taken anywhere within the limits of Pondicherry.

6. Black and white photos are not  allowed. 

7. The rolls should be submitted (after taking photos) at the cultural desk on September  4th   before 2.00 p.m. The negatives after washing will be available at the cultural desk for the participant to choose their entries [a maximum of three] on the next day before 2.00 p.m.
8. The photos will  be developed and results announced after judgment on the last day of  SPANDAN.
9. Negatives and the photos will not be returned to the participants.

· Sketching: Expression of theme, Neatness and Presentation, Shading, Overall impact

· Collage: Expression of theme, Neatness and Presentation, Use of material, Overall impact
